This 1s going to be a very interactive class. Learning a new language comes with many
challenges. You will need to learn how to pronounce words and sounds that are not
common in the English language. Please respect each others feelings, applaud the
courage it takes to come outside of comfort zones and enjoy learning something new
together. Most of your classmates are starting at the same baseline. And for those students
that are familiar with speaking Spanish in any capacity, will help teach you how to

converse effectively.
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There will be a vocabulary quiz each week. If your vocabulary index cards are complete
you may use them. This is an easy way for us to continuously use the words and for you
to get a good quiz grades.

At Home:

Keeping up with the homework each day it is assigned will help you retain information
better. Do not cram all of the weeks work, the night before class. Our sticky notes will
help you mark down any problems you encounter in the homework that week in order for
us to review. Your notes and graded homework will be an excellent tool for you to look
over before class, a quiz or test. Your index cards can be a huge part of your success. Use
all of the tools that I make available to you and this class will be amazing.

How to Get an ‘A’ in this Class:

Each week there will be a quiz on the vocabulary from the week prior. Each of these
words will be reviewed before class is over. Index cards are a huge part of the class. On
each quiz, I will allow them to look over their index cards for 2 minutes at the end of the
quiz. If the index cards are not completed each week and organized, this opportunity is
forfeited.

Homework is also a huge part of the success of this class. If they are not practicing the
skills and vocabulary we are using in class by doing the homework, they will not be
prepared to build on the skills they learn each week.

Participation is also huge in this class. I will intentionally be looking for the students to
be using and pronunciation things correctly. The only way this will happen is by
participating.

Extra Credit:

Extra Credit will be available around Christmas break and around spring break.
If there is anyone interested in extra credit apart from the two major times I will offer
them, I will certainly make arrangements for an extra credit assignment.
